All Cleary University B.B.A., B.S., and MBA students are required to sit for the ETS test. 
ETS MAJOR FIELD TEST FREQUENTLY ASKED STUDENT QUESTIONS

What is the ETS Major Field test?  
The ETS Major Field test contains 120 undergraduate/ 124 graduate multiple-choice questions that cover nine areas of business: accounting, finance, economics, management, marketing, quantitative business analysis, business law and ethics, information systems, and international law.  It is a two-hour test, given in two parts; it is designed to measure the basic knowledge and understanding achieved by business students.  In theory, it covers everything you have learned here at Cleary University.   


Why is the University giving this exam?
This exam is administered for a number of reasons. First, our accrediting agency (The Higher Learning Commission of the North Central Association of Colleges and Schools) requires that we measure student academic achievement by some means other than instructor grades.  One of the tools the university is using to meet this requirement is the ETS test. 
Second, the university plans on using the ETS test results to evaluate and improve curriculum and instruction and to measure students’ academic achievement.      
Also, there are over five hundred colleges and universities in the US that give this test, so we will use it to measure how well we are doing compared to other institutions. 

Is there any penalty for wrong answers?
No.  The ETS test scores are determined by the number of best answers selected from the choices given.  No penalty is assessed for wrong answers.  Therefore, it is better to guess at an answer because there is a chance of getting the question right. 

Will my score be included in my grade for this class?
No.  In fact, the test will not be evaluated until after you have completed your degree and graduated from Cleary University.  Furthermore, your instructor for this class will not see your score.  The scores are reviewed by the University’s administration.
Will exam scores be available for students?
Yes.  If you would like to know your exam score, send an e-mail to DL_CampusCenter@cleary.edu.  The tests are submitted for scoring in January and August. It takes several months for your test score to arrive.
Since my score on the test isn’t included in my grade, why should I take the test seriously?
It is very important that you take this exam seriously because your individual test score directly affects the University’s overall score. And remember: other colleges can see Cleary’s overall score, and if the scores are high it reflects well on Cleary and adds value to your degree.  So it is in your best interests to perform well on this exam.
